Out of 21 people we 

brought to CCC, just three had been 

there before… and they were all 

adults.  Our youth group is used to 

working with each other on projects, 

but for those of you familiar with CCC, 

you know we are split up into Chris-

tian Mission Groups (CMGs). Each 

CMG is made up of different churches, 

genders, ages, and experience levels.  

As youth director, I was curious to see 

how our group would adapt.  Youth 
members would be out of their com-

fort zone; without their best friend, 

boyfriend, or youth leader and entering 

a stranger’s home.  All of this… with-

out their cell phone! 

 
During the week, time was designated 

to share how we saw God that day.  A 

lot of people said they saw God in 

their CMG while others saw God in 

the beautiful scenery and weather.  Still 

more saw God in the people each 

group helped.  That Wednesday, I 

stood up to share that I saw God in 

each person we brought from Pineville.  
Each person is unique, loving, caring, 

and bright.  They all took the CCC 

mission to heart, worked hard, and 

enjoyed being the hands and feet of 

Jesus.  I saw our group embrace other 

people from different churches, be-

come closer to God and to each other. 
As we left for Pineville that Saturday, 

our hearts and minds were changed.  

Mary Quick, a rising sophomore, said 

at church the next Sunday ―Marianne 

and Stephanie told me it would change 

my life and I didn’t believe them.  But 

now, I do.  CCC really did change my 

life.‖
