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A Charge to Keep | Have

At the time of this writing, | have completed more than half of
the forty-eight scheduled Charge Conferences of the Charlotte Dis-
trict. This rigorous activity provides me the privilege of meeting with
laity in leadership from each individual parish, including a couple of
two-point charges.

Some gatherings have marshaled into sanctuary space a size-
able representation of the entire membership, as at Harrison UMC,
and nine specific conferences have occurred in conjunction with Sun-
day morning worship. A few poorly promoted ones could have been
conducted in a church closet; but most congregations have enthusiasti-
cally engaged themselves with the visionary theme of the 2009 An-
nual Conference—the Power of Three.

The tiny congregation of Big Spring articulated growth goals and mapped plans for ESL
classes. Purcell, a church that has suffered much decline through an aging congregation, heard
the testimony of a previously-homeless man whose life was rescued by the people’s radical hos-
pitality and care. He gave testimony to the love he received from a people who invited him to
live temporarily in the church until he could secure a job and an apartment. He has since joined
Purcell and serves as a greeter and usher. Ebenezer of Belmont viewed a comprehensive power-
point presentation disclosing how, despite lost jobs and a depressed economy, the members have
pulled together in unity of purpose and experienced an expansion of ministry along with remark-
able numerical growth.

St. Paul registered itself as one of the 300 anticipated congregations that will be resur-

rected over the next three years. The members have developed an impressive plan for spiritual
and evangelical renewal. Already its attendance has increased by over 30% since Annual Con-
ference through intentional visitation strategies in the neighborhood. Belmont’s Park Street
UMC outlined ambitious renovation plans that will provide a more contemporary and utilitarian
design for its aging sanctuary edifice in a plan that will maintain the integrity of the church’s
original design. The whole concept of “Rethinking Church” was presented in a very creative
Mayberry-Andy Griffith skit with pastor Hal Schwantes playing the misguided sheriff’s assis-
tant (the Don Knotts role).

The newly crafted mission statements of Rock Hill and Burge Memorial UMC were
converted into a memorable rap with a creative rhythm and humorous rhyme-schemes.
These raps were presented in video format at Charge Conference by youth and the young-at-
heart from both churches. There was much laughter, the sharing of delicious food and engaging
conversation in the fellowship space at Rock Hill UMC in Lincoln County.

Two churches displayed exciting new space as a demonstration of their intention to as-
sist with the Conference-wide goal of 30,000 more people in worship. Good (continued Page 2)

Shepherd has leased (with the option to buy) the former Blockbuster Video in the shopping mall adjacent to their expan-
sive campus. This renovated, expansive building has been christened “the Corner” and serves as a gathering place for
youth ministry, small group Bible study, special worship services, and an extension in capacity for Sunday morning wor-
ship. Good Shepherd’s average weekly attendance has already risen above the 1,600 mark, making this the third highest
attended church in the entire Western North Carolina Conference (slightly behind Matthews UMC in our district and
Christ UMC in the Statesville District). Not bad for anew church start!

Hawthorne Lane’s conference included a praise band and a cadre of youth. The event convened within the newly
renovated third floor. The project cost nearly $400,000 but is part of the strategic plan to reach more young adults with
families in the Elizabeth neighborhood and beyond. This conference was attended by a sizeable delegation of teen-age
youth who came to show their gratitude for this space dedicated largely to their program needs.

Charge Conference’s time of sharing that focuses upon the Power of Three theme should not be pretentious. This
is an occasion for candor. Only by telling the truth can we be effective in planning for growth. We must begin with can-
did analysis. Nothing is accomplished by the silly game of Let’s-impress-the-DS. Some of our declining churches actu-
ally have a heart for mission and a desire for growth through servant ministries. But these lack the critical mass or age-
level diversity for growth to occur. Many of these pastors are diligent and faithful, but remain frustrated at the lack of
success in numerical gains.

We cannot continue with our present structure and expect to achieve the Power of Three goals. | challenge
large and resourceful congregations, therefore, to consider a mentoring relationship with a smaller one. Myers Park and
the South Tryon Community Mission are a good example of this strategy. Providence UMC’s affirming relationship with
nearby Cambodian Mission/St. John’s is another example of connectional hospitality.

Our Bishop Larry Goodpaster is considering the resurrection and reshaping of the corporate parish model in
which individual congregations that are unable to meet minimal expectations in salary support, apportionment payment,
and missional objectives are placed in parish alignments with connectional strength. Three to six churches may work
together with a clergy team of an elder, a deacon Christian educator, and several local pastors. The pastoral team will
share the work load. There will be a greater degree of both support and accountability. All these churches in the corpo-
rate parish may share a secretary, business manager-treasurer, and other duplicated services or resources. The appropri-
ate definition of insanity is the act of doing precisely the same things in the same ways and expecting to get a different
result.

How earnestly does your church want to grow and be a positive participant in the Power of Three? How willing
are you to change your way of doing church in order to facilitate those desired changes? I hope that this year’s series of
Charge Conferences will have been the impetus for such questions as these. Perhaps the second half of the Charlotte Dis-
trict conferences will be as productive and creative as the first half.

The Igniting Ministry of our denomination has launched a media communication campaign under the aegis of
“Rethink Church.” Indeed the United Methodist Church needs to listen to voices outside the church that challenge Chris-
tians to abide by our ideology to follow the servant pattern of Jesus, to be more loving and less judgmental, and to evan-
gelize through activities of compassionate service.

Thus, Igniting Ministry is launching a new program of coordinated events called, “Impact Community.” Specifi-
cally, on June 5", 2010 (the Saturday prior to Annual Conference) all fifteen of our districts will sponsor an event in
which United Methodists from each church will engage in volunteer activities of service in the communities. A Charlotte
District planning group will provide avenues by which members for every United Methodist congregation may register
for a specific task. Habitat for Humanity, soup kitchen, Crisis Assistance projects, Urban Ministries, Rescue Mission,
repair of houses for the elderly, and many other service opportunities will be made available for Methodists of all ages to
provide time of service. Hundreds of volunteers will begin the morning at a central church location, travel to a work site,
put in at least five hours of work on behalf of a projected need, and return for a time of worship and celebration at the
designated church.

The purpose of the Impact Community Event is to combine mission and evangelism as we collectively make a
United Methodist witness-through-service to the larger community. Several objectives will be achieved by this effort:

We shall connect laity and clergy throughout the district with a coordinated service effort.

We shall nurture on-going relationships with volunteers and various outreach programs/projects to the extent that
many of our members will continue in a volunteer relationship with their chosen project.

We shall make an additional impact upon our Power of Three conference goal of 3,000 VIM teams.

We shall create and test a model that can be used by other United Methodist conferences all across the connection.

We shall provide a vehicle for media coverage that can present a positive and accurate image of who we are as
United Methodists in Western North Carolina.

Class Matters

Two days were designated for a Charlotte District-wide instruction on a cru- gy
cial subject taught by the staff of the Urban Ministry Center. Dr. Paul Hanne-
man and Wanda Anderson engaged a room of nearly forty laity on Sunday,
October 11th, and a group of clergy on Monday, October 12th. Class Matters
is a six-hour seminar that reveals the profound differences between the sur-
vival-based culture of poverty, the achievement-based culture of middle class,
; and the connections-based culture of wealth. Dr. Hanneman and Ms. Ander-
Paul Hanneman son showed participants how to build relationships across cultures that help
people in poverty move toward economic stability. Those who attended will
be eligible to participate in a support group program called "Circles"--an action plan that brings together the best efforts
and resources of individuals, organizations, communities, and government in a program proven to raise people out of
poverty. Wanda Anderson shard her personal pilgrimage of faith. The relational philosophy taught by this course was the
source of her movement from homelessness to a self-sustaining, productive life. One of the District Mission Society
grants for 2010 will be for the purpose of continuing the teaching of "Class Matters" in the Charlotte District and our
advocacy for "Circles."

Churches will access the online report via
the WNCC Administrative Services page where they will complete the Supplement Report. A new link will take you to
the General Council on Finance and Administration of The United Methodist Church (GCFA) web-based Year-End Sta-
tistical Reporting System where you will enter data for Tables I, I, and I1l. This year there are many beneficial features
to the GCFA website including the automatic download of apportionment and health/pension benefits into the tables.
You will also have the ability to see your previous year’s data. A district training session related to the new online pro-
cedure will be held on January 7, 2010 for pastors, church secretaries, or others that may assist in the year-end reporting
process. Stay tuned for the location and time. Year-End packets will be mailed to pastors during the last week of No-
vember. Churches will have access into the web-based reporting system beginning January 15th. The deadline for
online entry is January 31, 2010.
