I want clergy and laity to prepare for the fall charge conferences by exploring the illuminating and clarifying
concepts of Bishop Robert Schnase in his little book, Five Practices of Fruitful Congregations (Abingdon, 2007).
You will be planning your charge conference’s agenda by reporting upon these five practices in your congregation:
radical hospitality, passionate worship, intentional faith development, risk-taking mission and service, and extrava-
gant generosity. This is a connectional activity, and you may want to consult with your colleagues and lay leadership
from neighboring churches as you make preparation.

You have read in the summer editions of E-Connections a description of our Clergy Fellowship Gathering
on October 7™ at Providence UMC. We shall begin with coffee and informal sharing at 9:30 a.m., and the program
will start at 10:00 a.m. This election year finds our nation, communities and churches divided and sometimes openly
conflicted regarding hot-button political issues. Silence from the pulpit and avoidance in programming will make the
church irrelevant. Moreover, our United Methodist heritage has always balanced personal piety with a vibrant social
consciousness. How may the church become the one arena where there is civil discourse, respect for opposing politi-
cal views, and acceptance of disagreement while maintaining an atmosphere of conviviality that welcomes conflicting
discourse. Ken Carter of our host church and I will lead a discussion of the essential contents of two books you are
invited to read in preparation—Adam Hamilton’s Seeing Gray in a World of Black and White and Jim Wallis’ The
Great Awakening. | hope that every clergy in the district will make a deliberate effort to attend. At noon a lunch
will be served by church hostess, Delores Jones. | encourage each clergy to invite at least one lay person to the
lunch. (Of course, these guests—if not constrained by job responsibility-- are welcome at the morning session as
well.) We have asked two Christian laity who are politically active to address our group over lunch on the topic,
“Expressing my Christian Convictions Through Active Involvement in the Political Arena.” These two special guests
will include Jennifer Roberts, a Democrat and Episcopalian who is Chair of the Mecklenburg County Commission,
and a Republican representative.

Stay connected. Come to these, and other, Charlotte District events.

Perhaps there was a time in which | scoffed at Methodist platitudes related to connectional ministry and
would have regarded such books as Goodpaster’s There’s Power in the Connection to represent the jargon of denomi-
national propaganda and the Wesleyan party line. But my cynical attitude has matured through the years, especially
when | have had the privilege of seeing the broader church through the eyes of the superintendency. Occasionally |
find myself reading lines from a box of literally hundreds of cards from pastor colleagues, former parishioners, the
Cabinet, and friends with whom | share a commitment to the Divine Physician. | crawl under the canopy of a prayer
shawl that was meticulously crafted by the hands of faithful disciples in one of our small churches. In the solemnity
of that therapeutic context, | have discovered the blessing of a connectional reality we call Methodism.

The Charlotte District is your first line of connectivity beyond your immediate faith family. I invite all of us
to plug in.

Thanks to the enthusiasm and generosity of hundreds of area children who at-
tended Vacation Bible School and summer camps at Pineville Untied Methodist Church.
Church members contributed over $1,354 to the United Nations’ “Nothing but Nets”
anti-malarial campaign to purchase more than 130 mosquito bed nets for families in Af-
rica.

The church’s summer children’s mission project began in June during Vacation
Bible School, when attendees were encouraged to participate in its “Nickels for Nets”
mission by talking with friends and family, doing chores and raiding piggybanks to raise
enough money to purchase 10 mosquito nets at $10 each. By the end of the week, the children contributed funds to purchase
more than 30 nets. _,,,:.E;-—g

The initiative continued through the church’s pre-school and elementary music
camps in July and concluded at the end of its Upward Basketball Camp in mid-August.
“We choose this particular program because we wanted all the children associated with
our summer programs to see that being a part of a mission project is both possible and
rewarding, even at their young ages,” says Kelly Chiseck, Pineville United Methodist
Church’s Education Area Chair. “It was a good fit because the children could collect
change and help other children. They understand that here, mosquito bites might just
itch, but in other parts of the world, a mosquito bite can make a child very, very sick. It X ’
was great to have a unifying theme for our camps and our church.” “Nothing but Nets” participants.

“Nothing but Nets” is a global, grassroots campaign to save lives by preventing malaria, a leading Killer of children
of Africa. The Campaign was inspired by ESPN columnist Rick Reilly, who challenged each of his readers to donate at least
$10 for the purchase of an anti-malaria bed net. To date, tens of thousands of people have joined the campaign that was cre-
ated by the UN Foundation in 2006. The campaign’s partners include The People of the United Methodist Church, the Na-
tional Basketball Association’s NBA Cares, Sports Illustrated and others (www.nothingbutnets.net).
